15 is a front perspective view showing a third embodi 
ment of our new design for a bottle, wherein the surface is 
white and opaque; 

FIG. 16 is a front elevational view thereof; 

FIG. 17 is a rear elevational view thereof; 

FIGS. 18 and 19 are side elevational views thereof; 

FIG. 20 is a top plan view thereof; and 

FIG. 21 is a bottom view thereof.
